Your presentation must also include the following elements:

· At least 3 pictures (the more the better)

· Pictures are explained and/or add the to the purpose and design of the slides

· Animation (not distracting)

· Slide transitions

· Well-balanced and attractive slides

· Slides that are easy to read (font is clear)
· Correct spelling/grammar

Your presentation to the class should be:

· Approximately 3 minutes

· Clearly spoken

· Each slide explained thoroughly

· Easy to understand
